Nature of Release: Police Seek Man Using Camera in Women’s
Restroom.

Date/Time of Occurrence: February 13, 2012/ 3:10 p.m.

Location of Incident: Cypress College, 9200 Valley View

Suspect Description: Male Hispanic adult, 20-25 years of age, about 200%#,

last seen wearing a black ‘hoodie’ sweatshirt, red
collared shirt, black colored pants, black backpack,
dark colored hair with the sides of his head shaved.

Brief Narrative of Incident:

On Monday, February 13, 2012, at approximately 3:10p.m., the female victim was using
the women'’s restroom in the Humanities Building (north side of the campus). While using
the restroom, she saw a hand come from underneath the divider of the stall next to her
and that hand was holding a camera/cell phone. The victim believed the subject holding
onto the device was recording her. The victim began to yell immediately and hastened
her exit from the stall. As she exited, she saw the male subject run out of the same stall
where she saw the hand come from. The subject said nothing to the victim and quickly
fled the restroom. The victim chased the subject as she called police on her cell
phone. The subject was last seen running northbound through the campus and over a
wall into a business property that is adjacent to Cypress College.



The victim provided Cypress Police Officers and Cypress College Security officers with a
description of the subject. Follow-up investigation found that a camera on the Humanities
Building recorded the male subject as he fled the building. The attached photo was
obtained from that video surveillance camera.

Cypress Police Investigators are working with Cypress College Personnel in trying to
identify and/or locate a suspect. The Cypress Police Department is asking for the public’'s
assistance in attempting to identify the suspect in the photograph. Anyone with
information is asked to contact the Cypress Police Department at (714) 229-6600.
